● Library Cards: 1,855 patrons registered as of June 18, 2021. 5 new library cards since May’s report.

individuals still continue to mask up. No one will be asked for their vaccination status.

Strategic Plan

● The ADA project was approved by the county and by resolution at the June 9th Mayor &

Council Meeting. The library has made the Bid Announcement on Tuesday, June 22 - the

project schedule is attached below.

● Strategic Plan 2022-2025 is currently being drafted - awaiting census information to be

released and more community stats to be collected.

BCCLS

● System Council approved changes to the “email privacy policy updated to reflect further

● A Capital Plan was passed to fund future BCCLS capital needs until 2030.

Friends of the Library Report-

The friends are purchasing a charging station for the library.  The friends group does not meet in the summer but is working on Fall activities including a pet parade.
Treasurer’s Report-

The board discussed what the procedure will be when the town receives the ADA grant check. Mayor Marana is checking.  
 In summary the Library is operating approx. 11% under budget ,  wages and salaries contributes the most significant variance to budget (-14%).
